Working in the Public Right of Way (ROW) 

Before starting a project, itôs important to know the rules.  

Here are some questions Town residents will need to ask 

themselves before starting any work along the public 

roadway: 
 

ǐ Am I working in the Public ROW? 

ǐ What responsibilities do I have 

when working in the public 

ROW? 

ǐ Is  a permit required?  

ǐ Do I need to carry insurance and provide 

a bond? 
 

Permits are required for any excavation, driveway, utility, 

and sewer connection.  This type of work requires that  the 

contractor post a bond and carry the proper liability 

insurance. 
 

Planting trees or any other landscaping within the public 

ROW is not permitted as it may cause sight-line problems 

and interfere with snow removal and electrical wires. 
 

There is no cost to pull a permit to work in the ROW.  A 

permit is required so that the proposed work can be 

inspected to insure it will not interfere with drainage and 

public use of the ROW. 
 

All permits can be obtained in the Ellington Land Use 

Office located in the Town Hall Annex, 57 Main Street.

Another important project for the Ellington Public Schools is 

the installation of a wireless infrastructure at Ellington High 

School, Ellington Middle School, Windermere School and 

Center School.  The addition of wireless infrastructure at 

Crystal Lake School will be completed as part of the 

expansion and renovation project referenced above.  Wireless 

connectivity in our schools can certainly have a dramatic 

impact upon the creation of personalized, rigorous and 

engaging curriculum, instruction and assessment across all 

grade levels. It will also allow students to practice skills 

necessary for success in a highly globalized, technologically 

focused world.  Another benefit of the wireless project will 

be to assist the district in meeting the requirements of the 

new, required, standardized testing program. The Smarter 

Balanced Assessments are required as of spring 2015.  Pilot 

testing has already occurred and will continue this year. 

These assessments will replace the Connecticut Mastery Test 

and the Connecticut Academic Performance Test. 

 

The Smarter Balanced assessments are computer adaptive 

tests which dynamically adjust to the trait level of each 

examinee as the test is administered. They are scored by 

artificial intelligence and should decrease student testing time 

although the length of testing can vary among students. 

These technology enhanced assessments will present 

information to students in a variety of new formats including: 

animations, simulations, on-line access to information, video 

and/or audio stimulus and moveable models. One important 

benefit of computer adaptive testing is that results should be 

available sooner. As of the beginning of August, Connecticut 

Mastery and Connecticut Academic Performance Test results 

from this past spring still have not been made available to 

districts. Another benefit of computer adaptive testing is that 

all students do not have to be tested on the same schedule. 

Obviously, there is much work required to be ready to 

administer these new assessments.  Our wireless 

infrastructure project is one important component. The Board 

of Education is most thankful that the Board of Selectmen 

and the Board of Finance supported this project through the 

Capital Improvement budget. 

 

The Board of Education has also authorized enhancements to 

our schools in response to the recommendations of the 

Connecticut State Police Security Audit. On May 24, 2013, 

Governor Malloy announced a $5 million School Security 

Grant Program. Two additional rounds of $5 million are 

expected within the next year.  Based upon the work of the 

Board of Educationôs Operations Committee and with the 

approval of the Board of Education, the Ellington Public 

Schools did submit a School Security Grant application in the 

amount of $275,412. The application covers work such as: 

installation of surveillance cameras, and a scan-card access 

control and keyless entry system; installation of shades on 

classroom doors and building windows; conversion and 

A s the summer vacation period draws to an end, I thought it 

a good time to provide some updates from the Board of 

Education.  Progress on both the Crystal Lake School and the 

Windermere School projects continues to be made. A special 

thank you is due the members of the Permanent Building 

Committee (Peter Welti, Chairman; Gary Magnuson, Vice 

Chairman; Thomas Adams; Gary Blanchette; Gary Feldman, Sr.; 

Dale Gerber; Katherine Heminway; John Rachek; Lori 

Spielman; David Stavens; and Ron Stomberg) for their 

exceptional attention to detail and commitment to keep both 

projects moving forward.  
 

On May 13, 2013 the Crystal Lake School project received 

approval from the Ellington Inland Wetlands Agency which 

allowed the project to move forward although its actions did 

reduce the size of the schoolôs proposed athletic field. On May 

20, 2013 the Ellington Planning and Zoning Commission 

approved the Crystal Lake Project noting the need to comply 

with a directive from the town engineer, parking regulations and 

fencing requirements.  Both the Windermere School project and 

the Crystal Lake project were subject to two Plan Completion 

Test (PCT) meetings with the Bureau of School Facilities of the 

State of Connecticut. Both projects were approved to move 

forward in late July.  The Windermere School project is 

currently under an extensive review by the Bureau of School 

Facilities. The Crystal Lake project is now the subject of a 

detailed third party review. The third party review was 

authorized as the State of Connecticut did not have sufficient 

resources to complete this review in a timely manner. The 

members of the Permanent Building Committee had correctly 

anticipated this outcome and had completed the bidding process 

for this service in advance of the Stateôs decision. 
 

The detailed review of the Windermere School project is 

expected to be completed by the end of August, while the 

Crystal Lake review is expected to be completed by mid-

September. The results of these two reviews will be sent to the 

architectural firm of Silver Petrucelli + Associates for response 

which will hopefully lead to a final approval to put both projects 

out to bid. Awarding of the projects to a general contractor is 

anticipated in November.  As of this date, the initial completion 

date of September 2015 remains, however, there is much to be 

done and many factors, not the least of which is winter weather 

which may impact the construction schedule.  

 

There is much to be done to prepare for the transition to a K-6 

configuration of our schools. The current uncertainty of when 

specific classroom and related space will be available is quite 

problematic. The district will continue to communicate with the 

architectural firm and eventually with the general contractor to 

provide options to the Board and the public in as timely a 

manner as is possible.

door hardware; installation of security fencing around school 

generators and utility connections; installation of safety related 

signage; installation of fire door panic release systems; and 

printing of new security manuals. Much of this work is well 

underway and hopefully will be complete when school opens for 

students on August 28, 2013. 

 

You may know that last year the Ellington Board of Education did 

make application for a full-time School Resource Officer for the 

Ellington Public Schools. This position was funded through the 

Board of Education budget and supported by the Board of Finance. 

On July 24, 2013, Resident State Trooper Patrick Sweeney 

informed the Board of Education that, in his opinion, the earliest 

that a full-time School Resource Officer might be available for 

Ellington would be late winter or early spring. Sergeant Sweeney 

proposed an interim arrangement for the school district until such 

time as a full-time officer is available. The interim proposal will 

employ two town constables on alternating schedules (M/W/F & 

T/R).  The daily schedules will vary to align with the schedules of 

the various schools. The members of the Board of Education were 

appreciative and supportive of Sergeant Sweeneyôs pro-active 

recommendation. Sergeant Sweeney has begun the process to 

implement the interim proposal.  

 

The Ellington Board of Education is most appreciative of the work 

of the various town boards, commissions and agencies that have 

been supportive of our students and staff. The Board of Education 

is dedicated to continue to provide high quality services and 

programs for all of our students and is grateful for the support of 

the entire Ellington community.

ImPACT :  The Parks & Recreation Department will enter its third year of offering the ImPACT (Immediate Post-concussion 

Assessment and Cognitive Testing) system to age appropriate athletes that are registered in a program sponsored by the Parks & 

Recreation Department. Ellington Little League, Softball and Baseball programs along with the Ellington Football League are 

eligible to participate as well. 

Computerized Concussion Evaluation System: The ImPACT system is the first, most-widely used, and scientifically validated 

computerized concussion evaluation system. ImPACT was developed to provide useful information to assist qualified 

practitioners in making sound return-to-play decisions following concussions. 

Test Process and Eligibility: ImPACT is a 20-minute test that is administered online and has become a standard tool used in 

comprehensive management of concussions for athletes from age ten through adulthood. ImPACT consists of two tests; the 

"baseline" and a "post-injury". The baseline test is taken every year and establishes a "baseline" on how the brain normally 

functions. If it is suspected that an athlete has sustained a concussion, a medical professional will typically request that the 

athlete be re-tested. These results will be compared with the baseline test to assist in the diagnosis and treatment of the athlete. 
 

ImPACT is an invaluable tool in making a safe "return to play" decision, but this only works if the baseline test is taken prior to 

a concussion. It is highly recommended that parent-guardians and adult participants consider taking advantage of this worthwhile 

program.
