NOTICE OF SPECIAL TOWN MEETING
TOWN OF ELLINGTON
  Monday, October 18, 2004

A special town meeting of the electors and citizens qualified to vote in town meetings of the Town of Ellington, Connecticut, will be held at Ellington Town Hall, 55 Main Street in Ellington, Connecticut, on Monday, October 18, 2004 at 7:15 p.m. for the following purposes:


1. 
To discuss and vote upon a resolution,

(a)
to appropriate, upon the recommendation of the Board of Selectmen and the Board of Finance, $2,000,000 for design, construction and installation of sanitary sewer facilities to service the Airport Area as defined in the 1998 Update to the Hockanum Sewer Service Area prepared by the Ellington Planning and Engineering Departments, including construction of dual force mains along State Highway Route 83 (Somers Road) and Meadow Brook Road, gravity sewers on Meadow Brook Road, Industrial Park Road and various rights of way behind the industrial properties on Route 83, a pumping station on Meadow Brook Road, and related appurtenances and improvements, substantially in accordance with the plan entitled “Key Plan, Proposed Sanitary Sewers, Hockanum Sewer Service Area, Airport Area, Somers Road – Route 83, Meadow Brook Road, Ellington, Connecticut” prepared by Buck & Buck LLC, Engineers, Hartford, Connecticut and dated 9/24/02, revised 6/30/03; and related appurtenances and improvements.  The appropriation may be spent for design, construction and installation costs, equipment, materials, land and easement acquisition, related utilities relocation and extension, road restoration, reconstruction and resurfacing, tree removal, survey, test and inspection costs, engineering fees, legal fees, net temporary interest and other financing costs, and other expenses related to the project. The Water Pollution Control Authority shall be authorized to determine the scope and particulars of the project, and to reduce or modify the scope of the project; and the entire appropriation may be spent on the project as so reduced or modified.  The Town anticipates receiving a Small Town Economic Assistance Program grant from the State of Connecticut in the approximate amount of $500,000 to defray in part the appropriation.  A portion of the appropriation shall be applied to reimburse the Sewer Authority Enterprise Fund for expenditures on the project as approved by the Water Pollution Control Authority at meeting held May 20, 2003;

(b)
to authorize the issue of bonds, notes or obligations of the Town in an amount not to exceed $2,000,000, and to provide that the amount of bonds, notes or obligations authorized to be issued shall be reduced by the amount of grants received by the Town for the project; to authorize the issue of temporary notes or interim funding obligations of the Town in amount not to exceed $2,000,000 in anticipation of such bonds, notes or obligations; to authorize the issue of sewer assessment notes in an amount which does not exceed the amount of sewer assessments levied against owners of property benefited by the project, and to provide that the total amount of sewer assessment notes, bonds, notes and obligations issued and outstanding at any time shall not exceed $2,000,000; and to authorize the First Selectman and the Finance Officer of the Town to determine the amounts, dates, interest rates, maturities, redemption provisions, form and other details of the bonds, notes or obligations; and to perform all other acts which are necessary or appropriate to issue the bonds, notes or obligations;

(c)
to take such action to allow temporary advances of available funds which the Town reasonably expects will be reimbursed from the proceeds of borrowings; and to authorize a majority of the First Selectman and the Finance Officer to bind the Town pursuant to such representations and covenants as they deem necessary or advisable in order to maintain the continued exemption from federal income taxation of interest on the bonds, notes or obligations authorized by the resolution if issued on a tax-exempt basis, including covenants to pay rebates of investment earnings to the United States in future years;

(d)
to authorize the First Selectman and the Finance Officer to make representations and enter into written agreements for the benefit of holders of the bonds, notes or obligations to provide secondary market disclosure information, which agreements may include such terms as they deem advisable or appropriate in order to comply with applicable laws or rules pertaining to the sale or purchase of such bonds, notes or obligations;  

(e)
to authorize the First Selectman to contract with engineers, contractors and others in the name and on behalf of the Town in connection with the project; and to authorize the Water Pollution Control Authority to carry out the project, to approve design, construction and installation expenditures and any land or easement acquisition costs incurred for the project, to levy benefit assessments with respect to the project, and to exercise such other powers as are necessary or appropriate to complete the project;   

 (f)
to authorize the First Selectman, the Water Pollution Control Authority and other proper officers of the Town to apply for and accept federal and State grants to help finance the appropriation for the sewer project; and to authorize the First Selectman, on behalf of the Town, to apply for and accept state grants to finance the appropriation for the project and state loans to finance the project, and to enter into any grant or loan agreement prescribed by the State, and that the Board of Selectmen, the First Selectman, the Finance Officer and the Water Pollution Control Authority are authorized to take any other actions necessary to obtain such grants or loans pursuant to Section 22a-479 of the Connecticut General Statutes, Revision of 1958, as amended, or to any other present or future legislation, or to implement such grant or loan agreements; and

 (g)
to authorize the Board of Selectmen, the First Selectman, the Finance Officer, the Water Pollution Control Authority and other proper officers of the Town to take all other action which is necessary or desirable to complete the project and to issue bonds, notes or obligations and obtain grants to finance the aforesaid appropriation.
